When recalculating after a change to a reportable rule, update existing records that have not been sent to the student, or insert a new record marked (R)eady to Send for those students who previously received the 1098-T tax notification.

B Both.

Note: The re-run indicator applies only after the first run of this process in Official mode.

04 - Enroll Codes to Exclude NS
The initial select for the TSP1098 process will select all students with an enrollment status code for any term in the tax year unless that STVESTS status is excluded in this repeating parameter. - Optional
05 - Name Type code Leave blank
This repeating parameter allows the user to define which name they would like on the Tax Notification Record - Optional
06 - Address Selection Date Enter today’s date
Enter the effective date for an address by entering a value in the Address Selection Date parameter. The default value is the system date. - Optional
07 - Address Type Code Enter 1MA
This repeating parameter allows the user to define which address they would like on the Tax Notification Record - Required
08 - SSN Hierarchy Enter 2
Select the source from which to retrieve the student’s Social Security Number. - Required
Specify which of the following hierarchies Banner will use:

09 - Enrollment Option Enter E
Enrollment Option (E)nd of Term ,(A)djusted Hours, (B)illing Hours. - Required

E (End of Term) – Used in most cases.
A (Frozen Adjusted Hours) and B (Frozen Billing Hours) can only be selected if Banner Financial Aid is installed. Further, to select either of these two parameters, the RORENRL process must have been run for the tax year terms.

If either of the frozen enrollment options is selected, the RORENRL data will be reviewed. If no RORENRL record exists (student not aided), then the process will look at the end of term enrollment for that student.

10 - Credit Hrs Halftime Enrollment Enter 6
Define the credit hours that constitute half-time enrollment for undergraduate students at your institution. This parameter is used in setting the “At least half-time” indicator (BOX 08) as related to Hope Scholarships for undergraduates. – Required

Year for which you are reporting information. – 2023
02 - Run Mode:Official/Test/Reprint Enter T initially
Official Mode will update Student and IRS statuses.  Test mode will print the notifications and produce the IRS report but will not update the statuses. Reprint (R) is intended only to reprint 1098T if they have already been printed. Use this option to reprint IRS modifications on demand for a student or a group of students– Required

O Official - 
Official mode will update student status from (R)eady

to Send to (S)ent when parameter 03 is set to S or I.

Official mode will update IRS status when parameter

08 is set to Y.

T Test (default) - 
Test mode will print the 1098-T notifications and

produce the IRS report.

03 - Form Print - Student/IRS/None S for Student 

(changed from N so Student Notification would be updated on TSATAXN from Ready to Send to Sent when ran in OFFICAL Mode)
Enter form print format - (S)tudent, (I)rs, or (N)one.  This parameter affects whether the  TSR1098_XXX.lis file is created.  This is the file that is formatted to print onto the 1098T forms.  In OFFICIAL mode an “S” or “I” here will update the “Student Notif:” (notification) status on TSATAXN from (R)eady to Send to (S)ent. - Optional
(S)tudent -  Student format. Use this format when you file 1098-T information

magnetically/electronically and print 1098-T forms for student

mailings or institution use. This creates a file for printing your own 1098Ts. But it includes special printing characters that make this file very hard to read. This is not needed since we use Heartland ECSI to create, print and mail our 1098Ts.

04 - Printer Type (1)-Dot (2)-Laser

1. Copy the TSR1098.lis file to TSR1098.ps (post-script file).

2. Open TSR1098.ps in a text editor. Enter the valid laser printer code at the beginning of the TSR1098.ps file. Refer to your laser printer manual for the code specific to your printer. Adjust margin or spacing settings as necessary.

3. Enter the appropriate command for your environment to print on a laser printer.

*Tax Notification information prints for all students with a Student Notification Status of (R)eady to Send on the TSATAXN form, unless manually excluded by Remove Notification or based on the Exclusion parameter entered. When this process is run in Official mode, it also sets the Student Notification Status indicator to (S)ent or (E)xcluded.

Enter Y to generate the TSR1098.dat media file.  In OFFICIAL mode a “Y” here will update the “IRS Report:” status on TSATAXN to (S)ent. – Optional

The TSR1098 process produces the IRS flat file (tsr1098_XXXXXX) if the Generate IRS File parameter (08) for this selection is set to Y (Yes). When this process is run in Official mode, it also sets the IRS Report Status indicator to (S)ent or (E)xcluded.
To view generated .dat file go to host.  The .dat’s will be in the jobsub directory under that job number

10 - Prior Year Data Leave Blank

04 - Print Reported Details (Y/N)

09 - Exclude Option 1-4
