	Discussion
	Dr. Moore introduced herself as the curricullum specialist for this committee.  She stated that the purpose of the committee was to develop an SCT course for conversion that would prepare all students in all programs to perform the computer skills necessary for them to be successful.  She asked everyone to complete the sign-in sheet and verify email addresses.

Dr. Moore explained that during the meeting the committee would be evaluating the existing SCT100 course.  The committee would then discuss and decide upon changes that need to be made to the course content and develop a revised course that would meet the needs of all students.
Dr. Moore gave an update on the Q2S conversion process, and she noted that none of this is final until State Board approval.  She stated that the current proposal is for two 15-week periods for classes and exams, with flexiblity for schools on semester starting dates.  The proposed timeline for conversion is July 2011.  The system will be converting 432 programs in 95 major program groups.

Dr. Moore reviewed the KMS database system that will be used for the conversion process.  She then gave the committee an overview of what was currently entered in the databse for SCT100.  As a starting point, the current information for SCT course content/hours was used.

	Discussion topics included the development of multiple SCT100-type courses; development of  two courses (diploma and degree level);  names and prefixes for the course; names, prefixes, and course content of introductory computer courses at other  colleges/univerities; development of institutional testing for computer skills simlar to entrance testing for English/math skills; exemption tests for the course, and transferablity issues.

	Discussion
	The committee discussed the topic of course transferability issues and the development of diploma and degree courses for SCT.  There was discussion about institutionally developed courses that can be used at schools where there is a need for diploma and degree courses in SCT.
A vote was taken to decide on the issue of one course versus two courses for SCT.  The majority opinion was that there will be one SCT course.

A vote was taken to decide whether the course should be converted to a 2 semester credit or 3 semester credit course.   The unanimous opinion was that the course will convert to a 3 semester credit course. 

Dr. Moore gave the committee copies of the SCT course standards in the old and new formats.  As revisions were decided, Dr. Moore recorded the changes in the KMS database.
A vote was taken to decide on the course name and prefix.  The unanimous decision was to use COMP 1000.  However, there was a discussion that Dr. Moore agreed to follow-up on regarding accreditation and the ALPHA PREFIX for the course.
The committee reviewed the competencies of the current SCT100 course and made revisions as necessary to convert the course for the semester system.  The committee made recommendations to remove reduncancies and errors in the content.  The committee recommended that the Introduction to Online Learning competency be combined with the Introduction to Internet and Email competency.    The Introduction to Word Processing and Introduction to Spreadsheet competencies were left as is with minor corrections being made to the wording of the competencies.

The committee discussed the Introduction to Database competency and decided as a committee that the competency needed to remain in the course.  However, the competency was reworded to indicate that the student should be able to "use" a database.  This would allow schools that only require the very basic database skills of entering or modifying a record in an existing database to do so.  The committee was reminded that you can always teach more than the standard dictates so schools who need to include more advanced database skills in their SCT course can choose to add to the required state competencies as needed.  The Introduction to Presentation Graphics competency was changed to  to take out the word "Graphics" in the competency name and minor changes were made to the wording.

The committee discussed and decided upon the conversion of lecture, lab, and total minutes for the SCT course.

The committee discussed and decided upon the assignment of learning domains and levels of learning for the SCT course.
